This 

publication contains detailed analyses on the 

progress and challenges in implementing the 

Small Business Act (SBA) for Europe and the 

discussions will aim to help policy makers in 

North Macedonia design and implement 

policies to strengthen enterprise skills and 

boost SME growth and resilience. 

 

Following the presentation, a panel discussion 

on North Macedonia’s potential to build on its 

entrepreneurial capital to boost enterprise 

growth and competitiveness will take place.
